¶ Clean fridge and leave open to avoid 
mildew. 

¶ Remove external batteries and store 
them in a place that will not freeze.  

¶ Once the coach is unplugged, cleaned, 
and winterized make sure you pay your 
final electric bill.  
 

Please remember that you are permitted to 
store your RV on your campsite during the 
winter but no other vehicles (i.e. cars, boats, 
trailers, etc.) are permitted.
